Focus on Your Eating Habits 
for Healthy Nutrition Month 
 

“Do you not know that your bodies are 
temples of the Holy Spirit?”

Prevention is the most affordable and effective way 
of dealing with chronic disease. Aside from not 
smoking, eating right is the best source of disease 
prevention and a determinate of good health.  
March is Healthy Nutrition Month, and we can all 
take small steps to incorporate healthy eating into 
our lifestyles.  

Some suggestions:  

• Prepare home-cooked meals with fresh 
vegetable, lean meats, fish or poultry and if 
you must have dessert use fresh fruit. Get 
the family involved in the preparation. Not 
only will your meals be healthier; but 
everyone will get a chance to decide on 
something, and it will be good for your 
pocketbook too.  

• If you do eat out choose healthy salads with 
vinaigrette dressing on the side, whole grain 
breads, broiled or baked entrees.  

• Stir-fry is also a good choice when prepared 
with canola or olive oil, fresh vegetables and 
lean meats.  

• A handful of nuts mixed with a handful of 
chocolate chips make a great snack as does 
fresh fruit dipped in yogurt.

for SC Science Competition
